You can have your
baby or child checked and
you can talk to a number
of professionals.

You can also sign up for
group lessons or theme
lessons.

Tuition

On Mondays & Wednesdays
between 15.30 and 17 and
on Tuesdays & Thursdays
between 16 and 17.30,
tutors are ready to help you
with your homework.

Do you have trouble
understanding a word or is
the physics assignment, the
Danish essay or the
German translation causing
you problems? And what
exactly does it say in the
letter from Aarhus
Municipality?

The tuition is free for
everyone irrespective of
age and no booking is
needed. Several tutors are
present every time. The
tuition takes place at
Gellerup Librar}‘/ ‘away from
t!je_ public'areas.
